Two sighting shots and
twenty record shotsin 22 minutes. Any Rifle/lron Sight. MR-1 Target

MATCH 3. 600 yds. Prone slow fire. Two sighting shots and
twenty record shotsin 22 minutes. Any Rifle/lron Sight. MR-1 Target

MATCH 4. Aggregate scores of Match 1,2,& 3.
F-Class will use the MR-1FC target center. Block times may be used.
